Felix Burda Award: Entry Conditions

The following Entry Conditions apply between the Hubert Burda Foundation, Hauptstraße 130, 77652 Offenburg (hereinafter referred to as “HBS”), trustee of the Felix Burda Foundation without legal capacity, with address in Arabellastraße 27, 81925 Munich (hereinafter referred to as “HBS/FBS”) and all contestants (hereinafter referred to as “Contestants”) for the Felix Burda Award (“FBA”).
Entry conditions
1. Participation in the FBA is open to legal entities and natural persons aged 18 years or older.

2. Entries will be accepted in the categories “Commitment of the Year” and “Medicine and Science.” The categories are described in the call for entries. 
3. Entries in the category “Commitment of the Year” can be made by legal entities or natural persons from Germany or the German-speaking neighbouring countries (D/A/CH region). Legal entities or natural persons from Germany or the Member States of the European Union can enter the contest in the categories “Medicine and Science.”

4. An entry of projects/studies will be admitted when it is received within the currently announced time window (see documentation on the call for entries).

5. Entries must be received both digitally (as upload) as well as by post/messenger (see call for entries).

6. Only entries received by the deadline and in the required form will participate in the jury procedure (see call for entries).

7. HBS/FBS reserves the right to combine entries or attribute them to a different category if this gives the contestant an advantage.

8. HBS/FBS reserves the right to exclude entries from the jury procedure if good cause to do so is given.

9. The contestant/s acknowledge/s and confirm/s their agreement with the documents of the call for entries and the included entry conditions in particular.
Jury procedure
10. The nominees and award winners will be selected by an independent jury.

11. All nominated contestants will be informed of the nomination. The nominee will find out if he is also an award winner only in the course of the award ceremony. There is no obligation to explain the reasons for a decision.

12. The decision by the jury is incontestable, legal recourse is excluded.
13. The nominees will be publicly announced shortly before the award ceremony. The names of the award winners will be kept secret until the presentation of the awards.

Data protection
14. The contestants grant their consent to the processing of their personal data by HBS/FBS one time for the purpose of selecting the contestants for the current FBA and additionally also forward the entry documents they submitted to the jury members making the award decision and to the recorder of minutes. The contestants/s also consent/s with the personal data being used and stored in the event of a nomination as described in these entry conditions and in the call for entries. You may revoke your consent at any time with effect for the future. You can find more information in the data privacy statement (https://www.felix-burda-stiftung.de/Datenschutz).

Rights of use and authorisations
15. The contestant/s assure/s by their signature that the entered project was planned/implemented by them and they confirm that the contestant is/are authorised to enter the project in the FBA contest and to issue the required releases. The contestant warrants that he has verifiably obtained the required agreements from further authorised persons or the legal representatives of the company in advance.
16. The contestant/s in the category “Commitment of the Year” assure/s that they hold the exclusive rights to the project (including all related works, documents, etc.).

17. The contestant/s in the category “Medicine and Science” assure/s that they, co-authors or the publishers hold the exclusive rights to the work (including all related works, documents, etc.) and that the contestant/s is/are authorised to enter the project in the Felix Burda Award contest. The contestant warrants that he has verifiably obtained the required agreements from further authorised persons (e.g. publisher, further participants) or the legal representatives of the company in advance. The contestant shall inform FBS/HBS of any requirement to name sources in reporting and if there are any limitations or requirements relating to reporting. 
18. Agreement of the employer or other participant: The contestant, if as he acts as an employee of a company, or on behalf of a company or if he submits the entry documents for a company or signs in representation of other project participants, undertakes to obtain, prior to the signing of the present entry, the verifiable approval for entering the award contest, for using the documents and naming the indicated company/companies in the event of a nomination or waiving being named if the company/companies is/are not indicated, and it shall present this/these approval/s to HBS/FBS on request.

19. The contestant shall indemnify HBS/FBS from all claims of third parties, which are brought against HBS/FBS based on alleged or actual rights infringements in connection with the entry in the contest. The contestant shall be liable for any damages, in particular claims of third parties resulting from an infringement on proprietary rights. It shall indemnify HBS/FBS from all liabilities in this regard.

Prize money
20. There is no guarantee and no right of an award of prize money.

21. In case that prize money will be paid, we/I approve that HBS/FBS may ask for my/our bank details by enquiry by the organisational contact person, who is named on this form. We/I approve that HBS/FBS will transfer the prize money with debt-discharging effect regarding all contestants and project participants to the account named in subsequence. 

Nomination – grant of use rights including for reporting, consent to being named
22. Consent declaration in the event of a nomination: reporting, being named, rights of use

a) Communication between contestants and FBS/HBS In the event of a nomination, we/I declare our consent that HBS/FBS shall communicate with the person indicated on the form under “organisational contact person” as required for the reporting, nomination and invitation to the award ceremony. The contestant/s assure/s that all required arrangements for this will be made, if applicable, by the contestants under their own direction and the approvals for reporting, use of pictures, being named or the waiver of being named have been verifiably obtained and will be presented to HBS/FBS on request.

b) Reporting: The contestant/s approve/s that, in the event of a nomination, HBS/FBS will report about the project entered in the award ceremony (e.g. laudation, nominee trailer), on the internet, in print media and PR, and in social media, and that it will use the information from the contest entry documentation for the description of the project. The contestant/s also approve/s potential reporting in the event of a nomination about the project in a separate video shoot about the award ceremony (digital award presentation) and/or in video recording during the gala, which will be broadcast on television, shown on the internet or in social media.

c) Reference by name: The contestant/s do/does not waive being named and they also consent to being named in representation of all further named participants and assure/s to be authorised for providing this declaration in the name of all indicated participants. Nominated private individuals will be named with title, first name and last name. The indicated company name will be used for communication with legal entities. The person/s representing the company in the context of the entry in the contest will also be listed if this is possible. However, in this case, it shall not be mandatory to make a reference to the name. Changes require the written form. An email confirmed by HBS/FBS is sufficient. The contestant/s undertake/s to arrange proactively and verifiably obtain all approvals potentially required in result of a change.

d) The contestant/s is/are aware that naming a company or naming a person is permissible only with the company’s or person’s explicit agreement. The contestant undertakes to obtain all necessary approvals and present them to HBS/FBS on its request. The contestant/s indemnifies/indemnify HBS/FBS and entitled third parties from any claims of third parties.

e) Any project-related material provided subsequently by the contestant for the reporting on the nomination (text, picture, photo, video): HBS/FBS will not use any picture material (graphics, photos, illustrations, videos, sound recordings) from this entry or the annexes without prior consultation. The contestant/s approve that HBS/FBS, in the event of a nomination, will make a subsequent request through the “organisational contact person” for contents (text, picture, photo, video) for the description of the project. The contestant grants HBS/FBS the free, non-exclusive right of use without limitation in time, region and content for the contributions (photos, texts, graphics, illustrations, etc.) made available subsequently in the context of the nomination. The right of use shall apply to all types of use relating to the nomination for the FBA, whereas essentially to the use of the material for the purposes of the applications described under 22b. HBS/FBS reserves the right to edit these materials made available separately, provided that the materials are not modified substantially. The contestant warrants that he has created the material on his own and guarantees the existence of the rights and permissions to be transferred; the contestant assures that these rights and permissions have not been transferred to third parties, neither in full nor in part, nor been encumbered by rights and that he has not contracted third parties (except for copyright collecting societies) for the exercise of these rights. Insofar as the contestant has not created the material personally, the contestant guarantees the existence of the rights and permissions to be transferred and warrants that he has verifiably obtained the corresponding rights of use and that he is also permitted to transfer these to HBS/FBS to the extent defined under this agreement. If other creators and other sources besides the contestant need to be named, the contestant shall notify HBS/FBS of this and share the required information in good time in advance. The contestant indemnifies HBS/FBS from any claims of third parties in this respect. The contestant does not apply if the presenter proves that he has no fault.

f) The contestant is furthermore informed that video, film/photo recordings with depicted copyrighted works (such as pictures, drawings, quotes, pieces of art, etc.) and video, film/photo recordings with depicted persons or the reference to the names of uninvolved persons must not be used without the consent of these rights holders. The contestant guarantees to HBS/FBS that he has obtained the irrevocable consents of all rights holders. The required consents shall be submitted in writing to HBS/FBS on request, so the transfer of rights can be documented and verified. The contestants shall indemnify HBS/FBS and entitled third parties from any claims of third parties in this respect. The contestant does not apply if the presenter proves that he has no fault.

g) HBS/FBS shall also conclude a personalised agreement with all persons depicted by means of a photo in the nominee trailer and, in the event that the award ceremony will be held digitally, also with all actively participating contestants if these are not the same people. The contestant agrees with this procedure. 

h) The contestant is informed that the contents/videos can be shared and linked optionally in social media, on websites, in other print media and that it can be reported about the contents. HBS/FBS has no control over who can steer the contents/videos in the context of the reporting about the subject of the entered project.

i) The contestant/s confirm/s by their signature/s that no financial claims can be brought against HBS/FBS in the event of the described reporting.
j) Transfer of rights: The contestant declares his agreement that all resulting picture, sound and film recordings relating to the contestant’s project will be used by HBS/FBS or third parties, e.g. media partners HBS/FBS (for example, but not exhaustively, print, online reporting and television broadcasting). This means, they may be exploited, used, stored, reproduced, offered, broadcast, processed, disseminated, streamed, digitalised, made publicly accessible, and rendered. 
i. The period of use is unlimited.
ii. The agreement shall apply without local and substantive restrictions.
iii. The recordings may be used optionally many times, in full and in part, by FBS.
iv. The right of use shall apply without restriction in content and in unmodified and modified form.
v. The picture and film recordings of the project entry may be used worldwide and in all languages and in all media, thus: In particular, in magazines and other print media, and in online appearances (e.g. online services), social media channels (e.g. Facebook, Twitter, Instagram, TikTok), newsletters, databases, archives, websites, e-books, apps, emails, and data, picture and sound media, and on the radio, in cinemas, and on television (including videotext, video and TV apps, IP TV and other television technologies), regardless of which transmission, media and storage technologies are used.
vi. The recordings may be edited and modified (e.g. montage, combination with pictures, texts or graphics, photo-technical manipulation, colouration, cut, etc.) – also only in parts, for as long as the recordings are not modified substantially. Also individual pictures, screenshots or excerpts may be used.
vii. The recordings may be used and reproduced optionally many times.
viii. The right to also transfer the aforementioned rights of use to third parties and/or sublicense them to third parties and authorise the third party to again further transfer/sublicense these rights of use, if necessary, also with the requirement of once more being able to grant third-party exploitation rights. The agreement of the contestant required for this is expressly given.
ix. HBS, FBS and third parties are not obligated to publish the recordings.
x. The rights transfer shall apply only to editorial and promotional use in the context of the foundation work of HBS/FBS, and within the scope of FBA, on the topic of bowel cancer and cancer prevention, and the related reporting also by third parties.
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS
23. The contestant/s assures to be of legal age (18 years or older).
24. Verbal side agreements have not been concluded.
25. Changes and amendments to these entry conditions require the written form (email is sufficient).
26. These entry conditions are governed by the law of the Federal Republic of Germany to the exclusion of the CISG Convention on Contracts for International Sale of Goods and the private international law. 
27. If an individual provision of this agreement should be invalid or impracticable, this shall not affect the validity of the remaining provisions of the agreements. In that case, the Parties shall replace the invalid/ impracticable provision by a valid or practicable provision, which comes closest to the economic purpose of the invalid provision. The same applies to any omissions in provisions.
